George will
continue to send updates on the bill as it becomes available and he will send another memo to the
local boards to keep them updated as well.

Discussion ltems

a. NEASC & SIS (Student Information System) update — NEASC has tabled a special
progress report due from CHSVT until August 1, 2012 at which time a Student Information
System should be in place so that the report can be completed. The purchasing of a SIS has been
approved by the Agency IT department. The system will have the capability of creating reports
for the Department of Education, federal reports, legislative reports and student information and
progress.

b. Office space and contact information update — CHSVT central office is now located on
Industrial Avenue in Williston. New contact information with new phone numbers and
addresses will be sent to the board soon.

Other Business

There was a discussion about the Career Resource Center and Vermont Works for Women at the
Chittenden facility. The board would like to see ongoing updates regarding this information.

Dana will be sending an email to the board with information about Career and Technical
Education (CTE) services and how it pertains to CHSVT. He has asked the board to look over
the outline and think about the community they live in and how the school might access local
employers.
